Terms to Know About Medicare Costs

Premium: The monthly amount you pay to have health insurance.

e A coinsurance is a percentage of the total cost.

e A copayment or copay is a fixed amount.
Hold Harmless Protection: The Social Security Administration previously
announced there will no Social Security Cost of Living Adjustment (COLA) for 2016. As a

result, most people with Medicare Part B will be “held harmless” from any 2016 increase in
premiums. and will pay the same monthly premium as last year.

Benefit Period: Begins when you are admitted as an inpatient and ends when you
haven't received any inpatient care for 60 days in a row (see the Medicare & You
handbook for more details about this and other Medicare terms).
